e Maverick Thinkers club for Year 9 pupils (and selected pupils from Year 8) -
pupils undertake research in small groups to develop their interest in a specific
area and then work to produce a blog.

e Freshminds club for pupils in Year 10 - pupils spend a year working in small
teams to prepare entries for the Big Bang and Teen Tech competitions.

e Crest club for pupilsin Year 11 - follows on from Freshminds so that pupils can
work towards a Crest award.

e Academic enrichment clubs - a wide variety of department-led clubs, aimed
at both Sixth Form and younger pupils, including Young Enterprise, Philosophy
Club, MedSoc, Physics and Engineering extension, Chemistry Challenge and
Programming club.

e Oxbridge sessions - Support sessions for Y12 and 13 pupils considering an
application to Oxford or Cambridge.
